The answer is yes. From those seeking
a luxury lilestyle and its amenities, to
those seeking a modest first buy in a
quiet, rural, family-oriented commu-
nity, Greenwich can [it the bill
Amazingly, Greenwich is able to meet
the needs of a wide range of people
without losing its distinctive identity.
This identity stems from the blend of
Greenwichs Long Island Sound loca-
tion, tangible Revolutionary era histo-
ry,and crisp New England character.

As the southernmost town in
Connecticut, Greenwich is indeed the
"Gateway 1o New England." It is also,
therefore, the town in Connecticul
closest to New York City; quite close in
lact. This proximity hasa majorimpact
onwho movesinto the community, lur-
ing many prolessionals and executives
who work in the city On the other
hand, there are numerous corporate
centers closerby, towhich people com-
mute by car: Stamford and Greenwich
itsellin Connecticut; and White Plains,
Armonk, and Purchase in New York.
Any of these is less than one hour from
Greenwich, some as close as ten to [if-
teen minutes.

Greenwichs location on the
Sound shapes its character and brings
many advantages: the nautical, seaside
atmosphere that pervades some areas;
the pungent salt air; the beaches; the
beautiful marshes and their wildlife.
Because the shore faces not the open
ocean but Long Island several miles
out, the water is gentle enough for
young children and easy to swim in. At
the various public and private beaches,
one can waich the tides, hunt for shells,
doze under an umbrella in the sand.
This waterfront location means that
boaters are particularly attracted to
Greenwich, with its yacht clubs and
marinas. Theloveolfboatsand theseais
a common thread among many
Greenwich residents.

Whether people are moving
from far away or from another suburb
nearby, they are often lured to
Greenwich by its strong community
and family orientation, which are bol-
stered by the town’s superior public
schools. (See page 34 for details.)
Although Greenwich encompasses
several sub-communities with their
own post offices and train stations, the
major services, such as police and
town-wide This
approach offers the best of both
worlds, supportingastrongallegiance

schools, are

to Greenwich overall, along with a
close-knit community connection.
Unlike many suburban towns,
which basically shut down after 8 p.m.,
Greenwich is "full of activity at night,"
says Renee Gallagher, managing direc-
tor of Round Hill Partners. She recallsa
recent evening, walking through town
with her hushand and finding "stores
open, people strollingabout." This, she
notes, will have special appeal to the ex-
urbanites who aren't quite ready to pull
downtheshades whenthe sunsets.
Once they experience life in
Greenwich, many residents choose to
remain there as their lifestyle evolves.
Renee Gallagher notes that her agency
sees much repeat business, [rom people
trading up as their [amilies grow and
then trading down as their nests empty
out. As people proceed through these
life stages, the one constant is their
determination to remain in Greenwich.
