Cider Mill Pond Townhouses
Excerpts from the ByL.aws, Rules, and Subsequent Board Actions

The following is meant to be a handy guide to the rules affecting conduct during occupancy at
Cider Mill- useful as a synopsis to Owners and which could be given by Owners to renters of their Units.

1) Compliance with Law: No unlawful use may be made of the property and occupants shall comply
with the applicable laws of the United States, the State of Connecticut, and the Town of Greenwich.
Importantly, this covers the use of barbecue grills which are strictly forbidden on balconies under the
Town Fire Code as well as under our insurance contract.

2) Common Charges/Special Assessments: All common charges and Special Assessments are due on
or before the first of the month for which the payment is due. There is no grace period. Payments made
after the first of the month are late. A late payment charge of $10 will be charged for each month that
payment is late. These fees are cumulative and apply to each payment that is late. Interest at statutory
maximum rates may also be imposed.

3) Trash: No storage of trash is permitted in or outside any Unit. Items deposited in the trash areas
must be placed in the garbage dumpsters, or as appropriate, in the mixed paper recycling bins. Trash,
even of vegetable matter, must not be placed in the area adjoining the stream or pond (the “Wetland”
area).

4) Displays: Nothing other than curtains, draperies, and holiday decorations may be exposed at or on the
outside of windows. No clothes, sheets, blankets, laundry, or other kinds of articles (other than holiday
decorations) may be hung out of a building or from balconies, or exposed or placed on the outside walls
or doors. No sign, awning, canopy, shutter or antenna may be placed on the exterior walls, doors, or
roofs.

5) Painting: Occupants may not paint, stain, or otherwise change the color of any part of the exterior of
any buildings.

6) Obstructions: Nothing should be stored outside the Units or placed in a manner which would obstruct
any of the Common Elements (any portion of the Townhouses except the Units).

7) Annoyance or Nuisance: No noxious, offensive, or dangerous activity is permitted in the Units or
elsewhere on the property: Nothing, including excessive noise, will be done that may interfere with the
rights, comfort, or convenience of the other Unit occupants. (It is the responsibility of the Owners and
other occupants to insure that the conduct of their guests and employees complies with the Rules.)

8) Pets: No animals, birds, or reptiles , may be kept on the property or brought onto the Common
Elements. (Exception: One cat per unit allowed).

9) Filters and Screens: Lint filters on dryers and grease screens on stove hoods will be used and kept in
good order and cleanliness by the occupant. Further, the Board frequently has suggested annual chimney
sweeping as well as the installation of steel jacketed washing machine hoses.
